Summary of activities:

The Alaska Smokefree Housing Partnership has been meeting bi-monthly since January 2008. Initially
the reasoning was to ensure planning for the Jim Bergman reception as part of the Spring Grantee
Training.

Although there was a small showing for the Jim Bergman evening reception/presentation the individuals
present represented key housing organizations for Anchorage and statewide. All in all, the reception was
a huge success with these individuals being fully engaged with the speaker. Since the event was held in
Anchorage the primary coordination was done by Celeste Barrett.

Prior to this two key members of the committee developed two fact sheets; one aimed at tenants and the
other aimed at condominium owners, boards & property management companies. These will be posted
on the ATCA website.

Summary of activities since last meeting:

Work group activities include looking at the Alaska Medicaid coverage of tobacco cessation, and coming
up with short, intermediate and long terms goals to change the coverage to better serve Alaskans. This
includes collecting past information about the original Medicaid coverage work group recommendations,




gathering information from key Medicaid personnel on how to change coverage, and comparing our state
coverage to other states.

Medicaid short-term goals include:

1. Point of visit- change the regulation that only allows tobacco cessation reimbursement for patients
seen only for tobacco, to patients that are seen for other issues and tobacco.

2. Allowing coverage of combination nicotine replacement therapies.

3. Allowing coverage of other nicotine replacement therapies prior to patch failure.

Medicaid intermediate goals:
1. Discontinuing prior authorization for nicotine patches.
2. Changing the reimbursement to higher rate for current provider types.

Medicaid long-term goal:
1. Change provider types to allow tobacco treatment specialists to be a Medicaid reimbursable provider

type.

The group is also looking at third party payer coverage of tobacco cessation. Research was done on
third party payers in Alaska. We created a strategy to inform and encourage major employers in Alaska
to adopt a gold standard of coverage for tobacco cessation.

Summary of activities or discussions anticipated for the next 4 months:

Work on the short tem goals for Medicaid and discuss the intermediate and long term goals with
Medicaid personnel.

Create material addressing the best coverage for tobacco cessation and send the information to the
Benefit Officers of top Alaskan employers.

Activities Since Last ATCA Meeting:
Federal Issue:
Family Smoking Prevention and Tobacco Control Act
. The Family Smoking Prevention and Tobacco Control Act would give the Food and Drug
Administration the authority to hold the tobacco industry accountable and bring an end to
shameful marketing campaigns aimed at children.

. On March 11, 2008, the House Energy and Commerce Subcommittee on Health passed the
Family Smoking Prevention and Tobacco Control Act by 18-9 vote.

o The next likely step for this legislation is a vote by the full Energy and Commerce Committee.

. Senators Murkowski and Stevens are sponsors of the Senate version of this Act;

Congressman Young has not yet been persuaded to sign-on as a co-sponsor.

State Issues:

Funding (Operating Budget):

. A $1 million increment for tobacco control has passed the Senate and House Operating
Budgets and thus, is expected to be approved by the Legislature for FY 09.
o If approved this would bring Alaska total funding for FY 09 to $8.2 million — giving Alaska the

distinction of being the 5th state in the country to fund a comprehensive tobacco control
program at the CDC'’s recommended minimum funding level for Alaska. (This was a 1999



recommendation and in Fall 2007, the CDC announced new recommendations, which for
Alaska is $10.8 million for a fully-funded comprehensive program.)

HB 207:

Current law requires “active” parental consent for all anonymous student surveys conducting in
schools. Since the implementation of the “active consent” law in 1999, Alaska has had a
difficult time collecting data to report health habits and evaluate programs like the Alaska
Tobacco Control Program. This was not the case prior to 2000 when active consent was not
required.

Sponsored by Representative Peggy Wilson (Wrangell) HB 207 changes the consent of
parents from “active” (parents must “opt in” for a student to participate in the survey) to
“passive” (where a parent must “opt out” if they do not wish for their student to participate).
Within HB 207, the notification provisions in the current law remain in place and are actually
made stronger.

At the time of writing this “Update” HB 207 is scheduled for its final committee of referral --
House Rules — on Monday, March 31st. Typically, when a bill advances to the Rules
Committee, it is scheduled for a Floor Session Hearing (before the entire House or Senate) and
does not receive a hearing (discussion/amendments) in the Rules Committee.

Representative Wilson has alerted us to the fact that House Rules Committee Chair, John
Coghill (North Pole), is expected to amend HB 207 to allow for “passive” parental consent only
for the Youth Risk Behavior Survey (YRBS). The YRBS is the instrument which the State relies
upon to measure tobacco use and behaviors among youth. It is believed that there ARE the
votes for this to pass the House and then move to Senate for committee assignments, swift
hearings and hope for passage in the Senate.

Final update regard this bill's status will occur at the ATCA Steering Committee meeting in
April.

SB 48/HB 103: (See key talking points later in this report)

This bill amends Rule 62, Alaska Rules of Civil Procedure, to limit the amount of the bond
required to stay execution of a judgment in a civil litigation during an appeal to the lesser of $5
million or 10% of net worth.

A few years ago, a similar bill was pushed by the tobacco industry to limit so-called “appeals
bonds” in tobacco cases in Alaska. This is part of the tobacco industry’s policy agenda.

While the current version of HB 103 does NOT address tobacco companies, it is of interest and
concern that an additional tobacco lobbyist has been hired to only work this issue in Juneau.
The title of the bills allow for the inclusion of special protection of tobacco companies which if it
were to occur, would happen in the final hours of this Leqislative Session and without
requirement for any public comment.

Thus the attached “talking points” have been provided to lobbyists for AARP, American Cancer
Society, American Heart Association, and American Lung Association so they might quickly
attend to the matter should it be necessary.

BOTTOM LINE: without the mention of the tobacco companies in this bill, the voluntary
organizations take a “neutral” position. If the tobacco companies are named in the bill(s), the
voluntaries will “oppose” the bill(s).

SB 48 has not moved in a year, and is stalled in the Senate Judiciary Committee (its first
committee of referral).

HB 123:

Sponsored by Representative Crawford, this bill would raise the legal age for purchase of
tobacco products from 19 to 21 years of age.

HB 123 has been stalled since January 2007 in its first committee, House Labor & Commerce.
It will not pass this session.

This is an example of a well intentioned effort to reduce youth consumption of tobacco.
However, without the evidence to suggest such legislation would result in a reduction of
tobacco use and given the many other tobacco control policy priorities, this initiative is not met
with much enthusiasm.



Local Issues:

Nome:

. In December the Nome City Council entertained an ordinance which addressed clean indoor air
— though NOT comprehensively.

. Of tremendous concern to the tobacco control community were a number of exemptions to the

ordinance which included allowing for smoking sections in restaurants/bars and smoking where
“ventilation” systems were in place.

. The voluntary agencies and others worked with the City Council and Nome Tobacco Control
Grantee, Lance Johnson, using materials like the US Surgeon Generals 2006 report which
concludes that ventilation does NOT work and there are NO safe levels of secondhand smoke.

. A poll was conducted in Nome in February with favorable results — indicating a desire on the
part of citizens for a comprehensive smokefree community.
. Education continues in Nome and a ballot measure in October is possible.

Juneau: (agreat ad will be posted to the ATCA website or email brenda@iialaska.com if you

would like to have it emailed to you)

) January 1, 2008, Juneau’s comprehensive ordinance was enacting (after a 4-year phase-in). A
“loophole” was found which exempted one of Juneau’s “club’s” and when the Assembly sought
to address that issue in late February, the entire ordinance was “opened” for discussion.

) At the Assembly hearing the opposition (restaurant and bar association) distributed a written
sample amendment that would have allowed for several exemptions including ventilation. As
noted in the above Nome report, exemptions like this are of grave concern.

. In addition to issues like this being of concern regarding public health, they dramatically
threaten the political opportunities to advance a statewide clean indoor air law.
. After a tremendous amount of effort and work, the Juneau Assembly took action to assure a

comprehensive approach to clean indoor air in Juneau.
. Avaiable is a copy of the full page ad that urges the Council to NOT permit ventilation and
weaken the current clean indoor air ordinance.

Other Communities:

. Policy issues are being discussed and strategy developed in communities including, Wrangell,
Fairbanks, Kenai and the Mat-Su Borough.
. It is possible that a ballot measure could be held in the fall in Wrangell.

Activities/Discussion Anticipated in the Coming FOUR months:

. Manage details pertaining to state issues through the close of the 2008 Legislative Session.

. Continue to lobby for federal passage of the Family Smoking Prevention and Tobacco Control
Act.

. Partner with the State to ensure the Tobacco Prevention and Control program is managed and
operated in accordance with Legislative intent.

. Continue to partner with AKEELA (providing technical assistance to local efforts) and monitor
activity in each of the local communities.

. Encourage education efforts in local communities - with particular emphasis upon

those interested in passage of comprehensive clean indoor air policies in 2008.

2008 Tobacco Summit Evaluation Summary

Although we had about 80 registered, our attendance averaged 60 people throughout both days. That
nasty flu bug and family emergencies seemed to be the biggest reasons for cancellations. Here are the
evaluation results.
